Itôs back to school time. I love, really LOVE going to stores and wandering 

through the aisles of school supplies. The smell of crayons takes me way 

back in time. Glue sticks, notebooks, pencilsðIôm almost giddy. Sitting quietly 

among the trendiest items is the old fashioned black and white marbled 

composition book. I thought Iôd share one way I cover them. 

 

1. First I punch a bunch of 1ò squares. Itôs a great way to use up little 

scraps. I keep a box of punched squares in my work space. 

2. Choose an adhesive. I mainly work with Tombow Mono Multi Glue or 

spray adhesive, but even good old Elmers Glue is fine. 

3. You can prep the comp book by lightly sanding the covers. 

4. If you are using spray adhesive, cover the binding and give 2 coats. If 

using glue, spread it on book one row are a time while you work. 

5. Start on either the top left or bottom left corners where the binding stops. That way you can get a straight, even  start 

and can trim the excess off the edge later. 

6. Cover the back the same way and trim off excess paper on both covers. 

7. Choose paper for inside covers and adhere. Be sure to measure on the insideðit takes a wider piece than your 

outside cover. 

8. If you want to cover the spine with paper, do that now. Make sure to glue well and let it sit to thoroughly dry. Donôt 

open up the book while the glue is wet. On my small book (some printing places will cut the books in half for you) I 

just made big black scallops with half circles to blend with the binding.  

9. Sand edges to remove  uneven bits of paper and give a distressed look.
